	1. Title:  Developing a Greater Manchester Safer Travel Policy

	2. Area (Local Authority/School/Setting (if applicable) and Region): 

10 Greater Manchester authorities – Bolton, Bury, Manchester, Oldham, Rochdale, Salford, Stockport, Tameside, Trafford and Wigan (10 LA’s).


	3. What was the issue? [100 words max]

As a result of several meetings between the ABA RA and GMPTE (Greater Manchester Passenger Transport Executive) staff, plus a presentation and discussion at the Spring Network Meeting, it was decided that it would be useful to invite the AB leads from all 10 GMR LA’s to a meeting to take the issue forward, and develop a GMR Safer Travel Policy.
Currently there is no, or very little, information for young people around bullying on public transport in the area, which is a concern given the recent statistics, and the views of young people in the area.

	4. What action was taken? [100 words max]

GMPTE staff have invited all 10 LA’s to attend an initial meeting on Monday, April 26th.


	5. What impact has this had (so far)? 
No clear impact yet, as the initial meeting hasn’t taken place, but already colleagues from the different LA’s have started to consider the area in advance of the meeting, and colleagues from other areas are looking with interest to the outcomes.

	6. How did the above action help to embed anti-bullying work in your area? 
Unknown yet, but hopefully the outcomes will be:

· An agreed Safer Travel Plan to be used across all GMR
· Consistency of approach across all areas of public transport for young people
· Clear indicators for young people that they will be safe on all forms of public transport
